
Medical issues (injuries, STD 
exposure, emergency contraception, 
etc)  handled and billed as regular

Patient presents to healthcare 
provider or healthcare facility and 
discloses being a victim of sexual 

assault

Local rape crisis center is notified; 
dispatch of advocate requested to 

counsel and support patient

Mandatory reporting obligation 
explained: telephone report 
and written report to a local 
law enforcement agency per 

PCξ11160

Report must include:

1. Name of the victim

2. Victim’s whereabouts

3. Character and extent of injuries

4. Identity of the perpetrator

Patient refuses to provide 
location of crime
